Chris is a 
PGA professional who comes to Warley Woods after over 20 years experience as a pro at private 
golf clubs in the Midlands.

Viv Cole, Trust Manager said: “We hope those who have never given golf a go before take this 
opportunity to come and try it.  We are really excited that Chris has come to join us and believe that 
he will help us create a real golfing buzz on the course.”

For those who are certain that golf is not for them, they can have a go at  building a bird nesting box 
on Wednesday 17th February between 10am and 1pm.  If you can use a hammer; you can build a 
box!  Meet at the fountain by the children’s play area to have a go.  Steve Hodgkinson will be 
leading this activity.  He is from Black Country Living Landscapes project.  The activity is free of 
charge and you get to keep your box!
